SLIP A DOLL QUILT INTO  
YOUR SCHEDULE  

We are all so busy right now get t ing our quilts 
and quilted items ready for the Quilt Show.  But 
don t forget , by early December we will need 300 
doll quilts.  To update all of our new members, 
for many years REQG has provided doll quilts 
for the Salvat ion Army and Toys for Tots      
holiday toy centers.  Needy parents who qualify 
select gifts for their children for Christmas at 
these gift centers.  We believe that it is important 
for young children to learn to nurture.  So when a 
parent selects a doll or stuffed toy as a gift , we 
make a doll quilt available. Our hope is that 
when a child has a small quilt to wrap around a 
doll or stuffed animal, this provides pract ice in 
nurturing.  The volunteers who work at the    
holiday gift centers report that the quilts are a 
big hit and much appreciated by the needy     
families.  

So when you have a lit t le t ime, consider making 
doll quilts.  They can be very simple, made from 
left over blocks, st rips, etc.  They need not be 
bound, but can be sewn as an envelope (see one of 
us or a mentor if you do not know how to do 
this).  A square quilt is preferred and can be from 
18 x 18 to 28 x 28 .  You can use bat t ing or 
flannel inside.   If you like, at our guild meetings 
we have kits of squares available that you can 
assemble into tops at home.  So keep doll quilts in 
mind; and if you are too busy now, please plan on 
making a few this summer.  Many children will be 
grateful.

How does your Garden Grow? 

REQG Block of the Month April 07   
Size 9x10 1/2 unfinished  

From a vegetable, berry or flower print  
Cut (1) 2 x 5 1/2 rectangle 
Cut (1) 5 1/2 x 5 1/2 square 

From a light fabric 
Cut (1) 2 x 5 1/2 rectangle 

From a tan to brown textured fabric (dirt) 
Cut (2) 3x 5 1/2 rectangles 
Cut (2) 3 x 13 1/2 rectangles 
SEW 

5 1/2 square to light 2x 5 1/2 rectangle 
Add 2 x 5 1/2 print veggie/fruit to above unit 
Add tan or brown 3x5 1/2 rectangles to top and bottom of unit 
Press 
Add 3 x13 1/2 rectangles to each side. 
Press 
Tip and position seed pack in pleasing position and trim to 9x10 1/2   (cut to 
size) 
Add a name for the veggie, berry, or flower to the light fabric by machine or 
hand embroidery, fabric pen,  or other writing method of your choice.

Print out three copies of the finished block. Put 
one at the sewing machine, one at the ironing 
board, and one at the cutting table.   

Keep a fresh bag of M & Ms or other t reats near 
your sewing area, but far enough away that you 
have to get up and walk to them. You will at 
least get a little exercise that way.   

Make at least one block before cut t ing fabric for 
the whole quilt . This will tell you if there are any 
cut t ing or measuring mistakes in the pat tern. I t 
will also tell you if you really like making the 
block. 
   
Don't t reat your quilt ing as a contest with     
someone else.  Take your t ime to enjoy your   
project and the process.
