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BLOCK OF THE Squares and Stars Block

Cutting instructions

Fabric A: cut 1 - 6 1/2" square

Fabric D: cut 4 - 3 1/2” squares
cut 2 - 5" squares

Fabric E: cut 2 - 5" squares

Fabric F: cut 4 - 3 1/2" squares
cut 4 - 5” squares

:  Square in a square unit

* Draw a diagonal line, on the wrong side
¢ of the 4, 3 12" fabric D squares. Place

* these fabric D squares, one by one, right
* sides together on the corners of the fab-
® ric A, 6 1/2” square. Stitch on the line.

* Trim away center layer of fabric and

* press triangles away from the center.

* (press after stitching each triangle)
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Piecing the quarter square triangle units

* Draw a diagonal line, on the wrong side of the 4, 5" fabric F squares. Pair
= 2 fabric F squares, right sides together, with the 2, 5 fabric D squares.

< Repeat with the remaining fabric F squares and 5, fabric E, squares.

% Stitch 1/4” on each side of the drawn line. (fig. A) Cut apart on drawn line
< and press seam towards the darker fabric. (this unit is called a half-

- square triangle) Draw a diagonal line on the back of the F, E half-square

* triangles. Pair the F, D half-square triangles with the fabric F, E half-

« square triangles. Right sides together, with seams opposing each other

< and butted up tightly together, stitch 1/4” on each side of the drawn line.
< (fig. B) Cut apart on drawn line and press seam towards the F, D half.

% Using a square ruler with a 45 degree line, (place the line on the diagonal
= seam) square the quarter-square triangles to 3 1/2". Be sure to square up
« so the center intersection of the block remains centered.(fig. Q)

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° Combine two quarter square triangle

* units to create unit pictured on the right. VA, PN
® Piece 4. Press to either side. Er St el e
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¢ Piece block units together into horizontal

° rows. Stitch rows together to complete the
