May 11, 2009 Board of Director's Meeting: The following isa summary of the May Board meeting. Please note the agendafor the
Annual June Business Meeting. Copies of the regular minutes are available on the REQG web site or from the secretary. A quorum
of nine board members was present. Minutes of April 5were approved. The Treasurer's report was reviewed and filed. The board
voted to renew membership with the Clarke Museum. The concept of a"president-elect" was discussed. Any change would require
amending current by-laws. The Annual Meeting is held in June and following is the proposed agenda: Social-Potluck followed by:
Election of Officersfor 2009/2010; appointment of Audit Committee; reports from guild members receiving 2008/2009 Humbol dt
Area Foundation grants ; and Show and Tell. The Second VP reported the probability of another in-house teacher in the fall with a
national teacher in the spring, subject to budget constraints. Standing Committee/Special Committee chair-people are still needed in
some areas. Thiswill be addressed in the President's newsletter article. The purchase of a set of "zippers' for use by the Commu-
nity Quilts Committee was approved. The zippers are used in conjunction with the long-arm quilting they are doing. Welcome to
our new librarian Charlotte Viredaz. Newsletter articles are due the 15th and Chair Barry iswilling to train someone to take over the
newsletter. The Quilt Show Committee still needs volunteers to work the show; entries for the show; and to get information ready
for the show programs. Block of the Month Chair Freese has already come up with another idea for the next BOM! The Board of
Directorsis considering director liability insurance but no decision has been made until more information can be gathered and dis-
cussed. Mesting adjourned at 7:35 p.m.

All piecing is done right sides together with a scant 1/4” seam allowance unless otherwise stated. Press in the direction of the arrows.
With this block it is essential that you piece the units exactly as pictured. Pay special attention to the direction of the points.
