I would like to share with you a generous invitation to our guild members.  We have been asked if we would 
like to display a number of our quilts at a gallery in Old Town.  The gallery is called Studio S and is owned 
and operated by the owner’s of Times Printing, in particular, Susan Strope.  She happens to be a client and 
friend of mine and approached me recently to see if we would be interested in using her gallery as a venue.  
The Board and I consulted and decided to accept her offer for the month of May.  The gallery is located next 
door to the Times Printing building at 723 Third Street between H and I Streets.  It is a classic old Victorian 
that Susan has refurbished the interior especially to display artwork.  After touring the gallery with her, we 
determined there is enough wall space for about four large quilts and between 12 to 15 medium to small quilts, 
possibly more.  There are no restrictions as to type of quilt or quilted item as long as it can be easily displayed 
in the venue.  Pat Reeves and I will be coordinating this venture with Susan.  We will be working on the sub-
mission criteria and will announce it at the March meeting.  I can tell you that Susan does not expect a per-
centage if you do wish to put a price on your displayed quilt.  When items do sell at her gallery she does not 
release artwork until the buyers check has cleared the bank.  Also, if you only want to display during Arts 
Alive, you can remove your quilt anytime after that.  So, more info to come.  Your job is to figure out if you 
want to participate and if so, what to display!  

Ok!  Pat Durbin is our speaker for March.  I expect a record turn out to support 
one of our very own talented quilters!  See you there and I’ll see many of you 
on Friday and Saturday, too!!

March National Speaker

  
Pat Durbin will be our guest speaker for the March general meeting.  Her presentation entitled “One Quilter’s 
Journey” will include a trunk show of her beginning quilts to her art quilts.  Her Friday, March 7 workshop will 
be based on the Mosaic Picture Piecing technique highlighted in her newly released book Mosaic Picture 
Quilts, Turn Favorite Photos into Stunning Quilts.    

She will present two half-day workshops on Saturday, March 8 both will focus on teaching techniques used in 
art quilts.  The morning workshop will emphasize fabric painting, free motion thread play and threadwork over-
lays.  The afternoon workshop will focus on stamping, free piecing, couching and other embellishments.  

Saturday’s workshops are designed so that participants can experiment with techniques and feel guilt free if they 
do not produce a quilt top.  Come experiment and not add another project to that UFO stack.
