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IT’S SPRING!
REQG Block of the Month of May 07

Size 9” square unfinished
CuT
8” square light blue (sky)
8” square med green (grass)
(2)Two 2” x 7 1/2” blue rectangles (a different blue)
2” square green (a different green)

From scraps cut several yo-yo circles various colors
—(atleast4)  And green leaves—(at least 3)

Draw a diagonal line on wrong side of one of the 8” squares.
Put blue and green 8” squares faces together and sew 1/4” away from both sides
of the diagonal line.
Cut on drawn line and press both triangle squares with seam toward green.
Trimto 7 1/2” triangle square.
(Note: only one square is needed for 1 block—put away other; or
better, make two blocks)
Sew one 2x7 1/2” rectangle to green side of triangle square—press seam toward
blue sashing
Sew 2” green square to other rectangle—press seam toward blue
Line up above unit at seam and sew to other green side of triangle square.
Your block should measure 9”

e Use fusible or turned edge appliqué for leaves and make yo-yos....arrange and sew to block in pleasing ar-

rangement

Please feel free to vary the size of yo -yo flowers, reshape the leaves, and add embellishments such as

buttons, or beads.
