Quilting and Copyrights

Traditionally quilters are generous people who love to make and share their beautiful quilts. We can continue
to do that today, but we must by aware that quilting has grown as an industry. Many people now make aliv-
ing by designing quilts, teaching original designs, publishing books and patterns. In order to befair to these
creative quilt makers, we must be knowledgeable about COPYRIGHT LAWS.

| am not alawyer or an expert on copyright laws. What | have done (with the help of others) isto research
what are our copyright obligations as quilters. Since we are going to be able to offer our quiltsfor sale at
our next quilt show (July 2009), we must be especially prudent about thisissue.

According to Janet Jo Smith attorney and Quilters Newsdletter editor, “A copyright exists from the time an
origina designisfixed in atangibleform... A copy isasubstantially similar reproduction of the original, or
any part of the original, in any medium.” Quilt designs are protected under the Copyright Act. Whenever an
originally created design is made into atangible quilt, it falls under the copyright laws. No registration isre-
quired. The copyright is the personal property of the creator/maker. No one else can make a profit from some-
one else’soriginal quilt design without the original designer’s permission. When | take a class or buy a book
from someone who has created an original design/quilt, it isimplied and expected that | will make a quilt us-
ing that design. But it is not expected that | will produce multiple quiltsfor sale. 1t is FAIR USE for meto
make aquilt for myself or asagift. It isnot FAIR USE for me to use her design to compete in the market
place. | would be interfering with her potential income. (See articlesin Quilters Newsletter Magazine by
Janet Jo Smith 6/98 and two articles on-line at gnm.com.) Copyright does not apply to techniques or non-
tangible ideas.

Traditional quilt patterns (e.g. Log Cabin, Double Wedding Ring, Ohio Star, etc.) are public domain and may
be freely used. David Allen Hall, Ph.D., Registered Patent Attorney states on equilters.com (8-28-08) that “...
any work published, i.e. made public before 1923 is now in the public domain and available for anyone to
copy, use, sell, etc.”

For the purposes of our quilt show, if the quilt you are exhibiting is made from a class, book or pattern, you
must give the originator of the design credit. 1f you are offering that exhibited quilt for sale, you must ob-
tain thewritten permission of the design originator.
