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Claiming Your Quilt
By Colette Honea Hawkins

Each quilter will be responsible for claiming all of her/ his entries at the
conclusion of the show on Sunday, July 24 between 4:45 p.m. and 5:45 p.m.
The claiming process will be a little different this year because the show will
be in three different buildings.

Each entry will receive an entry receipt when the item is
dropped off for the show on Saturday, July 16. This year,
each entry receipt will be color coded according to which of
the three buildings the hanging committee has assigned the
item (the buildings will be clearly marked during the show
with balloons and signs). At the conclusion of the show, each quilter will need
to go to each of the buildings as designated by the color of the entry receipt to
collect her/ his work. The quilts will be grouped roughly by sizes and category
as space permits; for example, all of the large quilts will be in the main hall. If
you have several entries you may need to go to all three buildings. Any item
that needs special handling, for example an item that is very fragile and can
not be folded, will have been specially color marked on the entry recei pt when
it is dropped off and will be handled gently upon its return. Please remember
that you must have your entry receipt to get your quilt back.

During the claiming time the main entrances to the buildings will be set up
for the process to prevent confusion and/ or theft. All other entrances/ exits
will be carefully monitored. At this point, the show is closed to the general
public, and guild members will be directed to the front doors if they attempt
to enter through any of the side doors. At the main entrance to each of the
buildings, a claiming committee member will collect your receipt and return
your quilt. Please do not go back to the quilts directly and pick up your quilt.
The volunteer will ask you to sign a log when your quilt is returned similar to
signing when you vote. Everyone, including volunteers and vendors, must
utilize this process so that we are assured no quilts are lost. There will be a
master list of the entire show at each off the buildings in case of any
problems.

It is important that you bring your own bags, boxes or coverings when you
collect your quilts. Please plan accordingly if your load will be heavy. No
quilts will be returned by mail; all must be picked up
on Sunday between 4:45 p.m. and 5:45 p.m. Please
sew your entry identification label on securely ac-
cording to the instructions so that it will be easy to
find at the end of the show. Keep your entry receipt
in a safe place and don’t forget to bring it with you
when you pick up your quilts. Each quilter’s work is
a priceless masterpiece to her/ him, and its safe re-
turn is the highest priority. As in years past, we an-
ticipate this process will go quickly and smoothly with everyone’s cooperation.
