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SURPRISE RUSH FOR
OPPORTUNITY QUILT TICKETS

The completed Opportunity Quilt was displayed
at our November meeting. It istruly awonderful
quilt that will have universal appeal. The “Stars
of Civility” quilt is queen-size made from Civil
War reproduction fabrics. Janet Feder and
Jeanne Cissna in 1860’s era costumes presented
the quilt and information. The committee was
surprised and delighted that ninety-two members
picked up their tickets at the meeting!

The sale of raffle tickets for our Opportunity
Quilt is our guild’s major fundraiser. The raffle
will be conducted at our quilt show on July 22,
2007 at Redwood Acres. The proceeds from our
raffle ticket sales go into our general fund that
pays for speaker expenses, rent, newdetter costs,
and all other obligations.

I n 2005 we had 228 members. Each member was
issued twelve tickets (or $10 worth). Our raffle
ticket sales produced approximately $5500. After
expenses were withdrawn, the net income was
approximately $4243. Of the $5500, $3880 was
raised by members’ ticket sales. The committee
raised $1650 sdlling tickets at various community
events and the quilt show.

This year presents a new challenge. Because we
have only 160 members, if each member was re-
sponsible for only $10 (2 books) worth of tickets,
we could not make our goal of raisng $5000 in
ticket sales. Therefore, we are issuing $20 (4
books) of tickets to each member. |If each mem-
ber sold only her/his four ticket books, members
would raise $3200. The Raffle Committee will be
working to sell $2000 worth of tickets at commu-
nity events such as The Logging Festival, Holi-
day Open Houses, The Trinidad Fish Festival,
and others. If weall do our part, we can meet our
goal. Some members have circumstancesin their
lives that make it difficult to sdl $20 worth of
tickets. Weunderstand. No one will badger you.
Just do your best. We will be offering help and

Thismonth’sblock usesthewonderful 1930’s prints!

Choose a 1930s Fat Quarter any color and a white on white background of your choice to make this fun
block!

From 1930’s print, cut: (1) 5-3/8” square and cut in ¥z diagonally.
(2) 2-5/8” x 6-7/8” rectangles

From white on white, cut: (1) 5-3/8” squareand cut in % diagonally.
(1) 2-5/8” x 6-7/8” rectangle

Step 1. Sew a6-7/8” strip of the print to each sde of thewhite 6-7/8” strip. Press.

Step 2: Sew awhite triangle to each side of the unit madein

step 1. Press.
Step 3: Sew the print triangles to the opposite sides. Press.

Sewing Tips

Many of you have asked for a monthly article
about quilting tips. Judy De Graff and | will be
sharing different tips with you over the coming
months. If you have one to share, you can email
Judy or me, and we will include it in future
articles.

Thank you, Susie Freese and Judy De Graff
Here are our first tips to share:

Wind a whole spool of thread for bobbins before
you start to piece. When you begin to sew you
won't waste time winding bobbins.

When cleaning the bobbin area of your machine,
put a drop of sewing machine oil on a Q-tip, and
useit to clean out thelint in your machine. The
oil acts like amagnet for dust and dirt.

If your presser foot isin the "up" position when
you try to adjust your tension, it won't work.
Your tenson disk is only engaged when your
presser foot isin the "down" position.

An empty Kleenex boutique tissue box makes a
good "trash can" for snippets of fabric and
threads as you sew. The box is small and
attractive, and the hole on top makes it easy to
use.

Use a thread color to match the appliqué piece,
not the background.
