President Maggie called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Correspondence was read and passed on to appropriate person with fol-

low-up if needed. Upon reviewing last month’s minutes, Maggie clarified that $2,000.00 is to be used for grants this year and what-
ever is not used for grants should be put into the REQG fund. The minutes were approved with the above clarification.

Treasurer Barbara Hotelling was absent. Her report was accepted.

Officersand Committee Reports: 1% Vice President: In Lorna s absence, Sherrill reported on upcoming programs. It was sug-
gested she put an article in the newsl etter with future programs, so members can “mark their calendars.”

2" Vice President: Nancy said that 28 paid for the Friday class and 22 paid for the Saturday class. We made a small profit after
several refunds were made.

She will report on costs at the Janu-
ary Board meeting.
