| Let’s make them in fabric!

9” square-unfinished - yields two blocks —EASY (questions 443-2047)
Color scheme, RED, WHITE, PINK, textured or small prints Cotton fabrics
e Cut 2 (two) 9” squares from above colors, can be different fabrics
e Cut 1 contrasting 9” square from above colors, needs to con- s trast
with both other fabric squares o
e Cut 1 square 9” of paper backed fusible product.

On a 6” square piece of scratch paper
e Draw or fold and cut a heart shape within that size (6”)
it can be lop-sided, tall and skinny, fat, or very symmetrical, your choice
On the paper side of the fusible product trace the heart shape with a pencil.
Stay at least 1” away from any edge.

Press the fusible to the wrong side of the contrasting 9” square.
With a sharp scissor, carefully cut out the heart shape.
We will use the heart and the outside of the heart.

Remove the paper backing and press the heart to right side of one of the 9” squares.
¢ Remove the paper backing from the negative heart shape and press to other 9” square, matching
corners.
Sew around cut edge of both hearts with zigzag, blanket, or decorative stitch by hand or machine.
You may embellish your block with lace, rickrack or additional small heart shapes.

(remember to protect the seam allowance)
For two blocks, put your name in the box two times.

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Quilting Tips From Judy and Susie

When marking a line on your fabric for half
square triangles, lay the fabric on a piece of fine
grit sandpaper. Y our fabric won't shift, and the
pencil mark will be sharper.

Most fabrics today come with an anti-fade and
anti-mold finish. If you pre-wash your fabrics,
you are removing the protective coating from
your fabrics. If you do like to work with washed
fabrics, wash it as you decide to useit.

After turning your machine off, place a piece of
fabric under the presser foot and lower the foot.
It will release the tension on the spring and make
your machine last longer.

If you only use part of a piece of fabric, refold it
differently to keep it from getting permanent fold
marks.

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Quilt Show Auctions

Help support your quilting habit. Make some-
thing for the Live and/or Silent Auctions at the
Heart of the Redwoods 2007 Quilt Show. The
maker receives 75% of the winning bid; REQG
retains 25%.

We're excited about the auction formats this
year. The Live Auction will feature quilts and
quilted garments on the first day of the show.
The quilts should measure at least 168 inches
around the perimeter (it could be a wall hanging,
anap quilt, or any bed size quilt). Quiltsand gar-
ments must be quilted by hand or machine. Bid-
ding for these items will start at $40, unless the
maker asks for a higher minimum bid.

The Silent Auction is a first for REQG. We are
looking for NEW quilted and/or quilt-related
items made by Guild members that will be dis
played both show days. Bidding will end at 2:30
Sunday afternoon. This format allows for more
variation of items. Suggestions include smaller
wall hangings, placemats, table runners,
tablecloths, tote bags, child’s game quilts,
garments, pillows, dolls, framed quilt artwork, or
quilt-theme gift baskets. Opening bids will begin
at $20, unless the maker requests a higher
minimum.

Auction items are due in May. Details are
explained on submission forms which are avail-
able at Guild meetings. If you have questions,
call Cynthia Causley or Ann Seemann.
