Quilting Tips From Judy and Susie

When threading a needle for hand sewing,
moisten the eye of the needle instead of the
thread. Themoisturein thethread will help draw
the thread through. 1 tried this and it really
works!

Clip threads at the beginning of seams as you go
(clip when several inches from beginning). This
way, you won't end up with untidy pieces and
threads that get in the way of future sewing.

A machine needleis only good for 7 to 10 hours of
sewing time.

Loosen the paper backing of fusible web after
ironing onto fabric by scoring it with a straight
pin. No more frayed edges of fabric by trying to
peel the paper from the edge of the fabric.

e Cut stripsabout 12 1/2” long in various widths (from 1 1/2” to 2 1/2” wide)
Blues & greensfor ocean (about 1/3 of the way up or approx 47)

Blues, lavenders, pinks, yellows & oranges for sky strips

e Sew ocean strips together, press toward bottom
e Sew sky stripstogether, press toward bottom

—Wwait to sew sectionstogether after you’ve appliquéd the sun in place-where you want it— SUN Placement can
be high in the sky or partially submerged in the sea, centered or off to one side—Remember to keep it at least 17

away from any edge

e Draw aperfect circle using aglass or similar object onto paper backed fusible or on wax paper for aturned

edge appliqué

e Choose anice bright sun fabric (intense yellow or orange)
e Useyour fusible or waxed paper pattern, cut sun and appliqué it to the sky.
e Stitch edge of sun down by hand or machine. Y ou may blind stitch or use decorative stitching with threads

that add a bit of sparkle around the edge.
e  Sew ocean section to sky section
e Pressseamsin toward bottom.
e Trim block to an exact 12” square.

(quilt will be assembled with sashing strips)

We can all fed good this holiday knowing that 301 children
in our community will have received a colorful doll blanket
to wrap around their dalls, bears and other beloved toys.
Our guild gathered a total of 329 small quilts. Fourteen
quiltslessthan 18” square wereturned over to Nancy Frost
for preemie blankets. Fourteen quilts greater than 28~
square were sent to local hospital children’s units. Of the
301 doll-sized quilts (187-28" sguare), 251 quilts were
delivered to the Salvation Army gift warehouse, and 50
were delivered to Toys for Tots. Both places were busy with
people organizing toys and other gifts to be distributed to
those local familiesin need.

Grateful thanks to REQG members, friends, and supporters
for participation in REQG’s doll quilts project. Several of
our members generously made multiple doll quilts. A
special note of thanks to the Santa Rosa area quilters who
also sent us a supply of doll quiltsand toys. It took every-
one’s effort to achieve and exceed our goal of 300 doll
quilts.
