A Message from Laura Franchini:   
Glue Stick Revelations   

J ust wanted to report to my Eureka quilt friends 
that after turning almost two thousand pieces for 
a real humdinger of an applique quilt , I finally 
realized which glue st icks worked the best .  I had 
been using Avery glue st icks, having good luck, 
and then bought another package and they didn't 
hardly hold at all.  After reading the old packages 
and the new ones, I realized that the glue st icks 
are made in different countries.  The ones made in 
Mexico appear to be made with a much bet ter 
formula and work way bet ter than the ones made 
in China, Korea, and Canada.  I even experi-
mented with another brand that was also made in 
Mexico, and they also performed well. You have 
to read this information from the side of the tube.  
I t is looking like the ones that are packaged sin-
gly are the ones made in Mexico, and the ones in 
multiple packages are made elsewhere. The differ-
ence in performance is substant ial. This certainly 
solved a mystery for me.  Sure had a great t ime 
seeing you this fall.  Have fun with your glue 
sticks and your cuticle sticks!
