When you enter http://www.hollyknott.com/stg/index.htm (the stq stands for Shoot that Quilt!), you
enter a series of well written articleson  photographing quilts geared to the amateur photographer.
They discuss cameras, lighting, and setup offering low cost alternativesto expensive studio equipment.
A wonderful gallery of do’s and don’ts really helps to explain how to correct common problems. |
printed out all of the pages to keep as a reference and plan to try their suggestions during my next
“photo shoot.” Take sometimeand read thisarticleto seeif you can pick up any pointers and improve

your  results.
