Alex Anderson is back, and this time she is  partnering with 
Ricky Tims on a new kind of quilt show that will debut on 
the internet April 2, 2007.  Here is the descript ion of the 
show in their words

  

The Quilt Show promises a fresh and unique   format that 
will include a wide variety of topics, lessons, projects,    
special guests, and field pieces. Our show is a marriage of 
art ist and tradit ional quilt ing presented in a fun and play-
ful atmosphere. No network restrict ions on us or t ime    
restrictions on you.  

Shows will be released every 3 weeks and remain available 
for one year.  In addit ion, the website has forums, blogs, 
chat rooms, and galleries.   A paid membership is necessary 
to view the shows, but the other items on the website are 
free. Until April 1st , you can join for $16.95, after that it 
will be $24.95.   



 
Quilt Show  

By the t ime you read this it will be approaching 
only 4 months unt il the quilt show.  I hope that 
all of you are busy working on projects to show 
and for the auct ion.  I was really worried that I 
would not have anything ready for the show but 
over the last several weeks some things have been 
coming together for me so I should have an item 
or two.  Remember that we want all skill levels to 
submit entries to the show!  The entry form was 
in the last newslet ter, is available for download-
ing from the internet via our web site, and is 
available at your local quilt shop.  

If you missed the February meeting, we made 
two big announcements regarding the show.  The 
first is the announcement of our Featured 
Quilter, Mary Ann Spencer.  This award is the 
highest honor in our guild and is given to some-
one who has a body of work and who has        
contributed to the guild in some way.  Make sure 
you read the bio that Susie Freese has put        
together; there are some amazing things that 
Mary Ann has accomplished.  Please congratulate 
her on this honor.  

The second item is that our Opportunity Quilt , 
Stars of Civility has been chosen to be the 

cover quilt for the WRBQ Showtime Guide for 
the Southwestern U.S.  If you are not familiar 
with these books, they are published regionally 
twice a year with details of quilt ing events and 
shops in that region.   While working on an ad 
with them for the quilt show, they visited our 
website and fell in love with our quilt .  We are 
very excited about this and look forward to     
seeing our quilt in a quilt shop near you in late 
spring.  

I t is always a tough decision on what kind of 
merchandise that we want to sell in conjunct ion 
with the quilt show.  We want to make money of 
course, but we also want something that people 
will enjoy.  This year we will have two new items 
for sale.  The first item is note cards.  These will 
have photographs of local quilts taken at various  

Humboldt County locations.  The Clarke Museum 
has been very generous in let t ing us use some of 
their collect ion for some of the photographs.  
They are going to be fantast ic and will be avail-
able later this year and, of course, at the quilt 
show!  

Thanks to the efforts of Mary Hall, the second 
item that we will be selling is a CD of the show 
itself.  We will be taking photographs of every 
entry after they are hung and before the crowds 
arrive.   Mary will then create a CD slideshow 
from all of the photos.  We are looking at includ-
ing other photos that are not entry specific (like 
from the gala or from set t ing up) for everyone s 
enjoyment.  Mary has put together a sample CD 
from the 2005 show and we will have it running 
on a laptop at the membership table during the 
March meet ing so that everyone can see how the 
slideshow will look.  CDs will not be available  
unt il after the show to allow for production t ime 
and must be pre-ordered.  Please see Mary or me 
if you have any questions.  

Keep quilt ing, and we cannot wait to see your 
entries!

Redwood Empire Quilt Guild Challenge 08  

A PEEK INTO THE FOREST  
(a story book)  

Once upon a time, in a northern land of tall and mighty trees, lived a quilter with many tal-
ents in her (his) fingertips.  One day as the quilter walked along in the forest she (he) peeked 
around a huge tree and (bell) turn the page

  

Ok .now here s where your imagination takes over .. 
What did the quilter see? 
We want you to make a quilt of that next page scene.       

Specs:  **   
Design it to be 45 wide x 35 long - (quilting may make it shrink it a little) 
Include a tree or trees as a part of the design (we know a complete redwood may not fit) 
Include at least one pieced block (large or very small) 
Depict a living creature:  a bug, fish, bird, animal, or person as part of the design, or in a quilting motif.  
You may use appliqué, piecing, painting, and embellishments to construct your artwork.   
Machine or hand sewing is fine.  
Top edge should be straight, other edges may be shaped, if desired. 
Write a paragraph describing your scene of what the quilter saw. 
Each quilt needs to be the work of the person who enters it including quilting. 
Be creative* and start soon.   
Stitch a label on the bottom back with minimum of your name, city, and the name of the quilt, if any. 
Quilts will be handed in at the February meeting of 08. 

 

In order to have a possibility of showing well as a group, each quilt will need to follow the guide-
lines and theme of the challenge.  

If you have a wonderful idea, but lack the skill to do what you want, talk to another quilter to get 
some advice on how to accomplish your idea.  Your quilt shop could help too.    

* Copyrights are a big issue in quilting. If you use someone s artwork, you need to get permission 
to do so.  There is a spot on the entry form for contact information if the artwork is not original.

Our goal is to have 8 quilts that appear to be a group that we may enter as a guild into the 2008 American 
Quilter s Society Ultimate Guild Challenge in Nashville, TN during August of 08.   
For specific rules of the show you may see: http://www.americanquilter.com/shows_contests/ and choose 
the rules PDF of the Nashville show, the 07 rules are posted there.    

8 quilts will be chosen by a panel.  We will handle photography for the entry process.  After photography 
your quilt will be returned to you until we need it for showing.  Each quilt owner will need to fill out the pa-
perwork for entry and sign it.  The guild will enter the quilts as a group and pay the entry fees and shipping.  
Your quilt will need to be available for the judging and show in August 08.  It is possible that we will want 
these quilts to be displayed as a group at other times (with your permission).  The guild will be the recipient 
of any money that is won by the group in the show.    

I think that with all of your talent...we can do well.    Please be a part of the fun.

REQG  BOARD MEETING  2/5/2007  

The Board meeting of the Redwood Empire Quilter Guild was called to order on February 5, 2007 at 7:05 by President 
Maggie Stimson.    

Roll call of officers/members was taken.  

Jean Avant moved that the minutes of the previous meeting be approved as presented in the bulletin.  Seconded and motion 
carried.  

Treasurer Barbara Hotelling presented financial statements.  Kathi Barnum moved they be approved. Seconded, carried.  
Reports will be filed for audit.  

President Maggie reported that she has made arrangements with Redwood Acres to have them set up tables and chairs and 
then break down the tables (not chairs.)  Fee is minimal.   The June meeting will be held at the Wharfinger Building.  

Correspondence received and reviewed.  University of Nebraska is asking for donations to their IQSC fund (International 
Quilt Study Center).  Jean Avant moved that we donate $100.00.  Seconded and carried.  

We received a request from Clark Museum for a donation.  Jean Avant moved that we donate $100.00. Motion 2nd and car-
ried.  

1stVP Kathi Barnum reported that she received good feedback from the February meeting with the demos.  Future meet-
ings will include our National Speaker in March, April possible HAF grant recipients, and May photos for quilt show and 
volunteers.  

Cheryl Pekar advised that Redwood Acres is requiring 15 amp extension cords, and we have only 4 in possession.  We will 
need to purchase more, and the cost is between $25-32.00 each.  Susie will check with Harbor Freight on the cost to build 
them.  They will be needed for the quilt show.  

Nancy Frost reported that the classes for the National Teacher have filled as follows: 21 for Saturday and 16 for Friday.  She 
has taken in a total of $1,100.00.  

Nancy & Susie reported on the conference they attended.  There are a number of teachers/guest speakers available but the 
costs are high.  

Susie Freese & Cheryl Pekar reported they cleaned out the storage unit on Saturday with respects to the fabric.  They got rid 
of many of the outdated odd items.  They found a number of squares and blocks and were able to complete several tops from 
those items.  They also found a number of completed quilts that are community quilts.  Liz will store these at her house.  

Library  Chet Barnum is making a book cart which will make it easier to move and display the library books.  

Membership  it was reported that we now have 175 members.  The February meeting had 82 members, 5 new members and 
6 guests in attendance.  

Pat Reeves employer donated a lap top to the guild. We need software (Microsoft office) J ean Avant moved that we author-
ize the cost to purchase the necessary software.  Motion seconded and carried.  

Jean Avant requested that items for the bulletin be into her by the 15th.  

Opportunity quilt  Susie and Carl have met and started the process of picking out the pattern.  

Quilt show  Cheryl reported poster has been approved, and it has been sent to be printed.  The market place will sell post 
cards this year and a CD of the show.  Redwood Acres has given us the same deal on costs as last year.  

Preemie  Nancy took 11 quilts to the hospital.

Gold n Green 

REQG Block of the Month March 07    

8 1/2 square-unfinished - yields four blocks EASY     
(questions 443-2047) 
      Color scheme, GREEN & GOLD, almost solid or small prints  Cotton 
fabrics  

Cut 3 (three) 10 squares one from each of 3 green fabrics 
Cut 1 (one) 10 square from a golden yellow fabric 

FUN SLASHING METHOD 
Stack up 4 squares.  Slice them all at once at an angle...not too close to corner   

(everyone s block will have slightly different angles) 
Take top fabric from right side and put at bottom of the stack 
Sew with 1/4 seam each of the four sets .(should have 2 different fabrics in each 
set) 
Press and stack the blocks again 
Slice them all at once again at an angle going across the seam 

             Take top 2 sections cut from right side and put at bottom of the stack 
The OBJECT being to have one of each fabric in each block as you sew them 
up .lay out all four groups to check that you have 1 of each fabric in each of the 4 
block arrangements  

Stitch this seam on each block,   
the edges will not match exactly the center seams do not need to match either 

Press and then TRIM each block to a perfect 8 1/2 square   

For four blocks, put your name in the box 4 times.
