In an at tempt to create 
interest in these act ivit ies, the program for the March 
meet ing will be for each of us to create a six-inch 
square for trading.  

To part icipate in this act ivity, bring your sewing   
machine to the March meet ing.  In addit ion, bring 
fabric for the front and back of your six-inch square 
and a piece of bat t ing.  You will also need to bring 
something to bind the square and any embellishments 
you may wish to use (but tons, bows, beads, sequins, 
rickrack, etc.).  You will also need your usual sewing 
implements (scissors, pins, small cut t ing board, rotary 
cut ter, etc.).  We will have irons, ironing boards, 
heavy duty cards, and electric outlets available.  

We are hoping that a lot of you will choose to part ici-
pate in this act ivity even though we realize that a six-
inch square is not a quilter s greatest challenge.  The 
idea is to share some t ime and laughter together and 
to go home with something created from someone 
else s imaginat ion.  So, we hope you will join us in the 
March Six-Inch Square-Off!
