May 2010 Don Beld Class

On May 6, 2010 we will hear a lecture given by
Don Beld entitled "The Golden Age of
Quilting." On May 8th he will present a class
titled “Civil War Potholder Quilt.” During the
mid-19th Century (1840-70), a group quilt
project, affectionately known as "Potholder"
quilts, was extremely popular. Made of  indi-
vidually pieced, quilted, and bound blocks
(potholders), they were an ideal project for
women to make community service quilts in a
quick and easy way.

To make
the wall hanging version of this quilt you would
make four blocks and sew them
together. When you have learned the hand
piecing method, you could then piece them on
your sewing machine.
