9* Square

Railroad Crossing

This month (October) we will use a Civil War fab-
ricand a shirting to makea 9” block.

From each fabric, cut:
(1) 5-3/8 sguare; bisect once to make two
triangles*.

(4) 2% square

*or draw a line down the middle and sew ¥4 on
each side then cutting down the middle.

Sewing directions:

Make your half-square triangles using your pre-
ferred method. Make your four patches as well.
Sew together so that the civil war fabric is the
dark and the shirting is the light.

Block of the M onth - November

11* Square

Materials: 2 1/2” x 40” strip of any batik and (1)
Fat Quarter of solid black.

Cutting: From Black: (4) 3” x 6 1/2” rectangles
(4) 3” squares
(4) 2 1/2” squares

From batik: (13) 2 1/2” squares

Step 1: Using (5) of your batik 2 1/2” sguares
and (4) of your black 2 1/2” squares, form your
nine patch as shown in picture.

Step 22 Using the (4) 3” x 6 1/2” rectangles of
black, and (8) 2 1/2” squares of batik, place batik
squares right sdes together against the top
corners of the black rectangle. Sew diagonally
across the wrong sides. and press your triangles
towards the corners.

Step 3:  Attach one of these unitsto each side of
your nine patch. Then attach a 3” black square
to each sde of the two remaining units. Then
assemble as shown to complete your block. The
finished block should measure 11”.

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Chemical Warning

A recent study indicated that fabric gives off certain
Pheromones that actually hypnotize women and cause
them to purchase unreasonable amounts. When stored in
large quantities in enclosed spaces, the Pheromones (in the
fabric) cause memory loss and induce the nesting syndrome
