Biographical Info: Ann Turley has been a quilter since 1991 but has sewn and created with fabrics 
most of her life.  Ann exhibited artistic talent as a child and was selected to attend 
an elite public art school in San Diego which she did for three years. Upon enter-
ing high school, her interest in art went dormant   Ann was heard to say, I felt 
academics were more important to my future than were the arts.  Many years 
later, Ann s interest in the arts reemerged when she enrolled in an adult educat ion 
art class.  She has been exercising her talents ever since.  Ann now shares her love 
of quilt ing with others by teaching a variety of classes from basic quilt ing to     
innovative piecing techniques, appliqué, and art quilt making.    

Ann is recognized for her machine quilting, her knowledge of shading and shadow-
ing, as well as her use of color, scale, and proport ion.  Ann has received the Best 
Machine Quilted Small Quilt Award at the 2002 and 2004 Glendale CA Quilt 
Show, the Author s Choice Award by Earlene Fowler at the 2003 CA Quilt        
Exhibit ion, and her home guild awarded her both the Best Machine Quilt ing and 
Best Art Quilt awards in 2005.   

Ann has been asked to judge quilts at various venues including the Orange 
County, Los Angeles County, and San Bernardino County Fairs; the Hoffman 
Challenge and the Hancock Challenge; The Best of the Valley Quilt Show in      
Tulare; and at various local events.  Knowledge from these experiences will be 
shared with our guild at the October general meeting.
