M ake New Guild Friends
Make a Round Robin Quilt

An excellent way to make new friendswithin the guild isto
participate in a Round Robin quilting project. For those
not familiar with this type of project, it works as follows:

Quiltersinterested in participating will be divided into

groups of five or six people based on quilting skills (as indi-
cated by the participant on the sign-up sheet). Each of the

group members will make a center block; simpler blocks
will be provided for beginners and more challenging ones
for more experienced quilters.

Each center block will then be passed along to another per-
son in the group, each of whom will add a border. General
ingtructions will be provided for each border; for example:
“add a border using at least one shape found within the
center block.” Thefinished project will then bereturned to
the maker of the center block. By then, the quilt will con-
sist of the center block and four or five borders, depending
upon the number of peoplein the group. Thefinished size
will depend on the width of borders added by each person.

There are some basic rules that need to be considered prior
to committing to participatein this Round Robin. Primar-
ily, they can be summed up in one word: respect! Each
group member needs to treat the growing quilt with care,
keeping it clean and out of harmsway. Good quality fabric
should be used, and participants should creatively follow
the theme and color of each group member’s center block.
The use of one’s best skills while working on this project is
requested. Each participant must also be willing to meet
the deadlines for completion as determined within the
group (generally every six weeks). The No. 1 rule is, of
course, to enjoy yoursef and become better acquainted
with other members of the guild.

A Round Robin is certainly not a new idea for quilting
guilds, but we think it could be great fun. A full presenta-
tion providing the details will be given at the September
guild meeting, and sign-ups will be taken through October
6. If you cannot attend the meeting but would like further
information, call Kathi Branum during the day at 445-3259
or Gail Hamilton at 269-7191 until 9:00 p.m.
